She was blessed with a
servant’s spirit and continued to participate in many volunteer opportunities
throughout her post-retirement years, the most recent being volunteer work for



Shepherd’s Cove Hospice. She loved her friends at Shepherd’s Cove and
spoke often of how grateful she was for her time there which kept her busy
and social after J.C.’s passing. A devout Christian, Vassie was a lifelong
member of Mt. Calvary Baptist Church in Albertville. She loved to live and told
her family on numerous occasions that she hoped to make it to 100 years old!
Though God had other plans, her family is thankful for the 89 years her life
touched the world. She left her Earthly home suddenly, leaving behind many
family members and friends who will miss her terribly, but we take comfort in
knowing she has now entered the gates of her Heavenly Home, with her
precious Savior and loved ones gone before her.
